Case #14-3
To consider a request by the City of Oakbrook Terrace to grant final and preliminary approval of a preliminary and final Planned Unit Development Special Use for a preliminary and final Planned Unit Development for the development of a municipal campus and to consider the request of the City to grant variances as follows:
1. A Plat of Consolidation to consolidate all of the City’s lots into one lot.

2. A Special Use for a preliminary and final Planned Unit Development in the R-1 Single-Family detached residential district to allow for two principal buildings on the property.

3. A Special Use to allow a police station and the City Hall building - Section 156.075(B) (3).

4. Variations from the following sections of the City Code as set forth below:

a. 156.075 R-1 Single Family Detached, Section (E) (1) (b) to allow a front yard of 23 feet along 16th Street instead of the minimum required 30 feet for the new police station; a front yard of 20 feet along Butterfield Road instead of the minimum required 30 feet for City Hall; a front yard of 24 feet along Butterfield Road instead of the minimum required 30 feet for the new police station;  and a front yard of 0 feet for paved area along Butterfield Road City Hall and the police station instead of the minimum required 10 feet.

b. 156.045(B) (2) to allow the roof to extend 5 feet, instead of 4 feet, into the proposed 20 feet front yard along Butterfield Road for the new police station; to allow the roof to extend 5 feet, instead of 4 feet, into the proposed 20 feet front yard along Butterfield Road for City Hall; and to allow the roof to extend 5 feet, instead of 4 feet, into the proposed 23 feet front yard along 16th street for the City Hall.

c. 156.039 (B) (4) to allow a solid fence or wall six feet in height in the side and rear yard to be located zero feet, instead of 6 feet, from the property line along the east side of the property, and 156.039 (A) (2) to allow a six feet solid fence along the east side of the property to extend in the front yard along Butterfield Road.

d.
156.039(B)(6) to remove the requirement to install a fence six feet in height in any yard abutting a minor street.

e.
156.035 (C) (2) (d) to allow for a generator of 364 square feet, instead of 120 square feet, in front of the police station.

f.
156.035(B) and 156.035 (C) (2) (d) to allow a generator in front of City Hall in the required front yard along Butterfield Road to allow a generator not to exceed 140 square feet, instead of 120 square feet, in front of City Hall without a 6 foot solid fence or wall.

g.
156.045(B) (10) to allow the height of landscape walls up to 6 feet instead of maximum height not to exceed 30 inches above the existing grade.

h.
156.043(G) (5) to allow a temporary sign not to exceed 32 square feet in area, instead of 16 square feet in area, for the new development.

i.
156.035 (C) (1) (b) To allow a clock tower, 30 feet in height on the west side of City Hall in the City’s right-of-way.

j.
156.101(D) (1) to allow dimensions of  90 degree parking spaces of 9’X18’ instead of 9’X19’, and 156.101 (D) (2) to allow dimensions of handicapped parking spaces of 16’X18’ instead of 16’X19’.

k.
156.101(E) to allow driveways across public property at the maximum  width of 80 feet, instead of 35 feet at the right-of-way line and to allow the driveway flare to extend up to a maximum of 30 feet, instead five feet on each side of the driveway.

l.
Section 156.049 (H) (2) to allow landscape points totaling 5,937, instead of  the required 6,666 points.

Any other variations that may arise during the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting.
