Marrero said the net 
effect of all the changes to the General Fund was a decrease of $34,123 and an 
increase of $29 in the Water Fund.

XIII. COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE CONSIDERATIONS 
 

1. Request Of A Temporary Certificate Of Occupancy – TMY Holdings (1S270 
Summit Ave). 

 
Dragan said the owner of the subject property withdrew the request for temporary 
occupancy and decided to suspend the community center use in the basement area 
until the fire sprinkler system is installed. Dragan said the property owner 
anticipates all work to be completed within three (3) months and at that time final 
inspections will be performed by the Building and Zoning Department and the 
Fire District prior to occupancy.  
 
Ragucci said the City received a letter from TMY Holdings regarding this matter. 
Ragucci said the City will be following up on this matter to ensure their 
compliance.  
 

2. Request To Consolidate Letter Of Recommendation And Ordinance – NAV 
Consulting, Inc – One Trans Am Plaza. 

 
Mark Daniel, attorney for the property owner, addressed the Council and stated 
this request is a straight-forward zoning matter. Daniel said the Planning and 
Zoning Commission unanimously approved the variances and the Planned Unit 
Development (PUD) site plan amendments to allow a generator on the east side of 
the property. Daniel explained NAV Consulting is a large brokerage firm that 
relies heavily on power. Daniel also noted NAV is moving its global headquarters 
from the Village of Oak Brook to Oakbrook Terrace.  
 
Thomas asked if the use of the generator would only be for auxiliary and 
emergency purposes. Daniel responded yes the generator will only be used for 
emergencies and will be powered by natural gas. Thomas asked if the generator 
will cause noise issues. Daniel replied the generator’s noise should not go beyond 
the property line.  
 
The Council concurred to place this matter on the next consent agenda.  
 

3. Request To Consolidate Letter of Recommendation And Ordinance – Summit 
Oaks, LLC 1S450 Summit Avenue.  
 
Mark Daniel, attorney for the property owner, addressed the Council and stated 
the Planning and Zoning Commission voted 6-1 in favor of the petition. Daniel 
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explained this request is for a site plan amendment with variations for the re-
striping of the lot. Daniel said all of the handicap spots will be shifted towards the 
south side of the parking lot. Daniel said the owner is trying to add more parking 
by removing the landscaping aisle. Daniel said the building is currently at 81% 
occupancy. Daniel said it is often difficult to find open spaces in the crowded 290 
spaces parking lot. Daniel said the new configuration will include almost 350 
parking spaces.  
 
Ragucci said he concurs with this request because he has been to the site and he 
can really see the need for this. The Council concurred to place this on the next 
consent agenda.  

 
4. Letter Of Recommendation: Text Amendment For Public Hearing Signs. 

 
Dragan referenced her memorandum regarding the public hearing held before the 
Planning and Zoning Commission on April 15, 2014 regarding the proposed 
amendments to the public hearing signs. Dragan said the proposed changes were 
also discussed at the March 25, 2014 City Council meeting. 
 
Dragan said the Zoning Ordinance is proposed to be amended in regards to public 
hearing signs. Dragan said the Building and Zoning Department will order a 
generic sign and staff will install the signs prior to the public hearing and remove 
the signs after for both commercial and residential applicants. Dragan noted 
commercial applicants will pay $50 to the City for the sign and residential 
applicants will continue to not be charged.  
 
Ragucci said this is a savings for the City. Sarallo asked if staff was able to 
negotiate a sign price with a local business. Dragan replied yes that Fast Signs 
will charge a fee of $46 per sign.  
 
The Council concurred to place this item on the next consent agenda.  

 
5. 4th Of July Celebration – Production Company, Musical Act, & Catering. 

 
Haslett stated staff is looking forward to this year’s July 4th celebration. Haslett 
noted that Deacon Blues, a Steely Dan tribute band, has been selected as the 
musical act for a cost of $2,500. Haslett explained since Deacon Blues is such a 
large band with 11 members the sound board will not fit on the stage, so this 
equipment will be relocated to the hill. Haslett indicated that this relocation will 
increase KCM’s production costs by $2,100 over last year’s pricing. Haslett noted 
that inflatables for the children will be provided at a cost of almost $2,000. 
 
Haslett noted Uncle Bub’s offered three (3) menu options for the picnic including: 
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1. One (1) Meat - pulled pork and hotdogs; 
2. Two (2) Meat - hotdogs and hamburgers; and,  
3. Three (3) Meat - pulled pork, hotdogs, and hamburgers. 
 

Haslett indicated the two (2) meat option is $3,600 more than the base pulled pork 
price because Uncle Bub’s will need to provide more grills and staff to cook the 
hamburgers fresh to order. Haslett added the three (3) meat option is $2,700 more 
than the base price. Haslett explained the three (3) meat option is actually less 
expensive because some residents will eat pulled pork rather than a hamburger 
which lowers the cost.  
 
Haslett indicated staff is looking for input from the Council regarding which 
catering option to offer. After some discussion the Council concurred to offer the 
three (3) meat option this year and directed staff to move forward with the July 4, 
2014 contracts.  

 
6. Amendment/Change Order Number One (1) – Harbour Contractor’s, Inc. 

 
Marrero stated back in August the Council discussed the use of private bidding 
for the new Police Station and City Hall remodel. Marrero referenced the change 
order to the Harbour Construction Management agreement which was included in 
the agenda packet. Marrero stated the change order clarifies the procedure for the 
waiving of competitive bids for the trade contracts. Marrero said since Harbour 
will be compiling and administrating all of the bidding documents and contracts 
and in lieu of additional compensation for this service, the City has agreed to 
eliminate the contract bond requirements as set forth in the original agreement. 
Marrero noted the contract bond requirements will instead be obtained by each 
trade contractor.  
 
Marrero said if the Council concurs with this, staff is asking that the change order 
ordinance be approved during the reconvened meeting. Marrero explained the 
next step in the process is for Harbour to develop a list of trades that the City 
Council would waive competitive bidding on and then the actual bid process will 
begin. Marrero said she hopes to have the list of trades on the next agenda, so that 
the bidding process can begin.  
 
Ragucci said the City has been working a long time on this and Ramello looked 
this over and agreed to this. Thomas asked for clarification that the City is not 
eliminating the bid process, but rather the City is asking contractors to submit 
bids. Marrero explained the private bid process is very similar to the public bid, 
but with this process the City does not have to advertise for bids in the newspaper. 
Marrero added Harbour will supply the City with a list of three (3) different 
contractors and Harbour will distribute the bidding documents. Marrero said the 
bids will be required to be open on a certain date at a certain time. Miroballi said 
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the City can utilize their home rule authority to proceed this way. Miroballi noted 
the contractor will be doing all the work in obtaining and then evaluating the bid 
documents for the lowest responsible bidder. Ragucci said Harbour will come to 
the City with the lowest bid, but the City makes the final decision. Ragucci said 
this makes the process faster.  
 
The Council concurred to approve this during the reconvened meeting.  
 

7. Status Report Payout Number Twelve (12): Harbour Contractor’s Inc. 
 
Ragucci referenced Payout Number Twelve (12) to Harbour Contractor’s in the 
amount of $6,802.60 for the new Police Station and City Hall remodel. The 
Council concurred to place this item on the next consent agenda.  

 
8. Consideration of July 4th Sponsorships – Martinique Drury Lane, Storino, 

Ramello & Durkin, BMO Harris Bank, And Volare. 
 
Ragucci asked the Council to consider the Drury Lane sponsorship at $500, the 
Storino, Ramello, and Durkin sponsorship at $1,000, the BMO Harris Bank 
sponsorship at $1,000, and the Volare $50 gift card. The Council concurred to 
place these sponsorships on the next consent agenda.  

 
XIV. COUNCIL MEMBER COMMENTS 

 
Thomas said a resident approached him about the new residential home inspection 
program. Thomas said the resident is on a fixed income and is concerned that the City 
would close-up his house. Thomas said he informed the resident that this is not the 
City’s intent and told him staff is developing a list of contractors that work within the 
City. Ragucci said the City is not out there to pick on anybody, but rather improve the 
look of the town. Vlach asked for clarification if the utility locator flags for the new 
residential street lights can be removed. Ragucci will check with Ward and report 
back to Vlach.

Marrero said she and Ragucci met 
with Curt Hurst where Hurst informed them that he signed a proposal with Jones 
Lang LaSalle. Marrero commented the proposal is very promising and this firm has 
some good ideas for the Oakbrook Terrace Square Shopping Center. Marrero said 
Hurst indicated Jersey Mikes will most likely be a new retailer at the Center and 
possibly Starbucks. Marrero added Hurst said the lots adjacent to the Harris Bank will 
be cleaned up.  
 
Vlach asked about the status of BP Amoco. Marrero replied Ramello has the sales tax 
incentive agreement almost complete and he is waiting on some information from BP. 
Vlach asked for an update on the digital billboard sign. Ragucci replied the generator 
will be installed on Thursday and then the sign should be up and running.
