X. MAYOR RAGUCCI

XI. COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE CONSIDERATIONS
1. Lumquest Energy Solutions LTD. Residential Street Lighting Design Proposal.

Ragucci stated the draft resolution and agreement with Lumquest Energy Solutions is for the design of the residential street lighting project. Ragucci added that if Lumquest is awarded the contract for the street lighting project, the $10,000 fee will be credited back to the City. Ragucci noted the City Attorney prepared both the resolution and the professional engineering agreement. Carpino said he along with C. Ward met with Lumquest to discuss the lighting audit. Carpino said after the audit is completed, Lumquest will make recommendations to the Council on where the street lights should be placed. 
Durham asked if the work is going to be done within the City’s right-of-way. Ward indicated a majority of the work will be done within the City’s right-of-way. Ward added that there should not be too many easement issues with this project. The Council concurred to place this item on the next consent agenda. 
2. York Township Assuming Jurisdiction for 15th Street, 16th Street, and Michigan Street.

Ragucci said Dick Schroeder of York Township contacted him about three (3) weeks ago about the costs associated with paving 15th Street, 16th Street, and Michigan Street. Ragucci said the City would have to contribute a portion to repave these streets if the City opts to keep these streets.  Ragucci said these streets are no longer needed in the City. Ragucci said that Schroeder asked if the Township could take over jurisdiction of the streets. Ward agreed with Ragucci that the streets were of no use to the City because there are no utilities. 
Thomas asked if there were any residents located on these streets and Ragucci said no. Durham surmised that the Township will benefit in some form by taking over these streets. Durham asked if the Township request was related to DuPage County running water at this location. Ward replied that DuPage County already has water access through the Krilich property. Durham asked if the Krilich property re-annexed into the City how would this impact this proposed jurisdictional transfer. Ramello replied that when a city annexes property, you annex to the opposite side of the street. 
Durham said she is non-trusting of this jurisdictional transfer. Sarallo asked if this would impact the City’s jurisdiction over Stevenson School. Ramello replied that Stevenson School would not be affected; only the streets would be impacted. The Council concurred to place this item on the next agenda. Durham asked that it be placed as a separate item on the next agenda. 

3. An Ordinance Decreasing The Number Of Class “A” Liquor Licenses / BGP Operating, LLC (Pompei Bakery). 

Ragucci said Pompei went out of business and that one (1) liquor license needs to be removed. Ragucci said some businesses are currently looking at developing the site. The Council concurred to place this on the next consent agenda. 

4. Revision To Resolution No. 12-23 – Pete’s Fresh Market Address Correction. 

Ragucci said the address on the original resolution was incorrect and needs to be revised. The Council concurred to place this corrected resolution on the next consent agenda.
