Alderman Swartz asked how many people the banquet facility could accommodate. Patratos replied up to 120. Mayor Ragucci asked if the banquet facility has already booked private parties. Patratos replied no because they need to complete all the required paperwork prior to booking events. Mayor Ragucci indicated that Alderman Thomas informed him that he was okay with placing this on the next consent agenda. The Council concurred to place this on the next consent agenda.
