The Annual Children’s Easter Egg Hunt will take place on Saturday, March 21st, at noon at the
Stella May Swartz School. Registration is still open for the stair climb on March 8th at the
Oakbrook Tower. District 88 is hosting a Pickle Ball Tournament on February 28th at
Willowbrook High School. The annual Employee & Staff Appreciation Dinner will be held on
April 17th at Ditka’s.

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE

1. Ordinance Authorizing the Execution of an Intergovernmental Park Use Agreement between
the City of Oakbrook Terrace and the Oakbrook Terrace Park District for an Independence
Day Celebration — City of Oakbrook Terrace — July 4, 2026.

The IGA is an annual, standard agreement for the use of park grounds during the City’s
Independence Day Celebration. Park District would like to ensure that City staff are present
and that the City assumes responsibility for the park during the event.

Alderman Greco asked whether this provision could be incorporated into the park lease
agreement. Attorney Ramello responded that the IGA should remain separate from the
lease. Moved to consent agenda.

2. Ordinance Authorizing the Execution of an Intergovernmental Park Use Agreement between
the City of Oakbrook Terrace and the Oakbrook Terrace Park District for Summer Concert
Series.

The ordinance is a standard measure that has been approved annually for the past four
years in support of the summer concert series. Moved to consent agenda.
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3. Ordinance Amending Title VII (Traffic Code), Chapter 71 (Traffic Regulations), Section 71.04
(prohibiting wireless telephone use in a school zone) of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Oakbrook Terrace (Redlined).

The amendment prohibits the use of wireless phones in designated school zones. In
November, the City was contacted by District 48 with a request to install such signage near
the schools.

Attorney Ramello noted that this is already an lllinois statute. The amendment enables
police officers to issue a local ordinance and authorizes the installation of appropriate
signage. Moved to consent agenda.

4. Discussion Item — Oakbrook Terrace Park District Lease Extension.
On October 28th, Director of Parks & Recreation, Shannon Elsey presented updates on the
park and discussed extending the long term-lease with the City. The city currently has a 60-
year lease agreement with the Park District that expires in 2040.

The Park District plans to invest several million dollars in renovations, including landscaping,
new walkway, a walkout pier, and improvements to the shoreline landscaping. Dredging the
pond, which had previously been a concern, is no longer considered necessary.

Given the scope of the planned investment, the Park District is seeking assurance that the
City will extend the lease for another 60-year term. While the City owns the property, the
Park District holds the long-term lease for its use.

Tanya is working with the Park District to identify potential grant opportunities. There was a
discussion regarding renovation of the stage used for the summer concerts.

Alderman Greco expressed concern about granting the park district a 60-year lease without
adequate protections in place for the City. The attorney confirmed that if the park district
were to default, ownership of the land would revert to the City. However, if the park district
were to disconnect from the City, the parties would need to negotiate modifications to the
lease agreement.

The park district is currently facing financial challenges with the fitness center, which has
been operating at a loss. One possible solution discussed was for the City to assume
control of the facility and repurpose it as a community or senior center.

City Attorney Ramello will review the lease to ensure it protects the City’s best interests.
The Mayor recommended extending the lease to the park district for 40 years instead of 60,
including an “out” clause to provide the City with greater flexibility.

5. Discussion Item — Garbage Can (Code Enforcement).
Alderman Greco requested a discussion regarding the timing of when garbage cans may be
placed at the curb. He noted that current enforcement efforts appear to focus more on when
cans are put out rather than ensuring they are brought back in promptly.

Section 51.03 of the City Code states that garbage cans may not be placed out before 6:00
p.m. The Mayor expressed support for amending the ordinance to allow residents to place

garbage cans out as early as 3:00 p.m. on Sundays. The city attorney will revise the
ordinance to reflect this change.

Additionally, code enforcement will monitor compliance to ensure that garbage cans are
being bought back in after collection. M. Headley from Community Development will assign
an employee to drive through neighborhoods on Tuesday morning to enforce pickup
compliance.

ORDINANCE NO. 26 - 42

AN ORDINANCE TO APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE EXECUTION OF AN
INTERGOVERNMENTAL PARK USE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF
OAKBROOK TERRACE, ILLINOIS, AND THE OAKBROOK TERRACE PARK

DISTRICT FOR AN INDEPENDENCE DAY CELEBRATION - JULY 4, 2026

WHEREAS, the City of Oakbrook Terrace, Illinois (the “City”) is a home-rule unit of
local government under Article VII, Section 6 of the 1970 Illinois Constitution and, except as
limited by such section, it may exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its
government and affairs;

WHEREAS, the Oakbrook Terrace Park District (the “Park District”) is the owner of, or
otherwise controls, certain public property known as Terrace View Park in the City;

WHEREAS, the City as a unit of local governement and the Park District have the
authority, pursuant to the 1970 Illinois Constitution (Art. VII, Sec. 10) and the Intergovernmental
Cooperation Act (5 ILCS 220/1 et seq.) to enter into Intergovernmental Agreements;

WHEREAS, the City desires to host an Independence Day celebration at Terrace View
Park in the City on July 4, 2026;

WHEREAS, the Park District has determined that it is necessary and desirable to permit
the City to host an Independence Day celebration at Terrace View Park in the City on July 4,
2026; and

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the City have determined that it is necessary,
desirable and in the best interests of the residents and businesses of the City for the City to enter
into an Intergovernmental Park Use Agreement by and between the City of Oakbrook Terrace,
Illinois, and the Oakbrook Terrace Park District for an Independence Day celebration;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and the City Council of the
City of Oakbrook Terrace, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

Section 1: It is hereby determined that it is advisable, necessary and in the public
interest that the City enter into an Intergovernmental Park Use Agreement by and between the
City of Oakbrook Terrace, Illinois, and the Oakbrook Terrace Park District for an Independence
Day celebration at Terrace View Park in the City on July 4, 2026, a copy of which is attached
hereto, identified as Exhibit “A” and made a part hereof.

Section 2: The Mayor shall be and is hereby authorized and directed to execute and
the City Clerk shall be and is hereby authorized and directed to attest and to place the municipal
seal on the attached Intergovernmental Park Use Agreement by and between the City of
Oakbrook Terrace, Illinois, and the Oakbrook Terrace Park District for an Independence Day
celebration at Terrace View Park in the City on July 4, 2026.

INTERGOVERNMENTAL PARK USE AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE
OAKBROOK TERRACE PARK DISTRICT AND THE
CITY OF OAKBROOK TERRACE, ILLINOIS

This Intergovernmental Park Use Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made this 24" day of
February 2026, by and between the Oakbrook Terrace Park District, an Illinois park district (the
“Park District”) and the City of Oakbrook Terrace, an Illinois municipal corporation (the “City”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the City and the Park District are public agencies authorized by Article VII,
Section 10, of the Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970 and by the Illinois
Intergovernmental Cooperation Act, 5 ILCS 220/1 et seq. to contract with any other public
agency of Illinois or otherwise associate among themselves, and to exercise jointly, combine or
transfer any power or function in any manner not prohibited by law or by ordinance;

WHEREAS, the Park District is the owner of, or otherwise controls certain public
property known as Terrace View Park in the City;

WHEREAS, the City desires to host an Independence Day celebration at Terrace View
Park in the City on July 4, 2026;

WHEREAS, the Park District has determined that it is necessary and desirable to permit
the City to host an Independence Day celebration at Terrace View Park in the City on July 4,
2026; and

WHEREAS, the City and the Park District have determined that it is necessary and
desirable to set forth their mutual agreement regarding the use of Terrace View Park by the City;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions
contained in this Agreement, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. The City and the Park District hereby represent and warrant that the above recitals
are accurate and correct and hereby incorporate them into this Agreement.

2. The Park District hereby grants the City exclusive use of Terrace View Park located at
17W063 Hodges Road, Oakbrook Terrace, Illinois, on Saturday, July 4, 2026, to host its annual
Independence Day (4" of July) celebration throughout the day and evening. Additionally, the
Park District grants the City non-exclusive use of Terrace View Park commencing on the
morning of Thursday, July 2, 2026, and concluding at the end of the day on Monday, July 6,
2026, for set-up and clean-up.

3. The City shall provide continuous oversight during set-up, throughout the event

and during clean-up. The Park District shall be responsible for pick-up of garbage and other
debris, including fireworks debris, as well as grounds maintenance if there is damage no later
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than the end of the day on Sunday, July 5, 2026. The tents are expected to be removed by the
City’s vendor on Sunday, July 5, 2026, but in no event later than Monday, July 6, 2026.

4. Event activities shall be spread throughout the park, including the floating stage,
ball field and nearby grassy areas. The parking lot off Hodges Road near the Nature Center
should remain accessible during set-up and takedown. Event parking on July 4, 2026, should be
limited to the parking garage next to the Fitness Center; and patrons who are arriving by car
should enter through the Fitness Center entrance. It is the City’s responsibility to reach out to
Millbrook Properties to obtain permission to utilize the parking garage for event parking.

5. Set-up for the event shall not begin until the morning of Thursday, July 2, 2026,
and takedown/clean-up shall be completed by the end of the day on Monday, July 6, 2026. The
City shall provide the Park District with a blueprint of the event layout in advance of the event,
including vendor locations. The City and its vendors may not drive on the grass/ballfield or drive
vehicles over the culvert bridge. The City will provide all equipment and supplies for the event
and leave the space exactly as it was found. Any maintenance work that needs to occur must
have written approval from the Park District, and work must be scheduled with the Park District
in advance.

6. The City is solely responsible for the direction of the City’s employees and
agents, if any, and for their actions in performing the work/services.

7. The City shall devote such time as is necessary to set up, host, dismantle and
clean up after the event.

8. The City shall provide and keep in force at all times during this Agreement, the
following coverages: comprehensive General Liability Insurance including contractual liability
coverage, with minimum limits of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per
occurrence, and Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) annual aggregate; Property Damage
Insurance, if applicable; full Worker’s Compensation Insurance, if applicable, equal to the
statutory amount required by law; and Employers’ Liability Insurance, if applicable, with limits
of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000). All insurance carriers providing the coverage
set forth herein shall have a rating of A:VII as assigned by A.M. Best & Co. and satisfactory to
the Park District in its sole discretion. All certificates of insurance in connection herewith shall
be furnished to the Park District no later than seven (7) days prior to the commencement date of
this Agreement.

0. All insurance coverage provided by the City shall be primary coverage as to the
Park District. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the Park District shall be in excess
of the City’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

10. The Park District, its officers, agents and employees are to be covered as
additional insureds under the General Liability insurance. The coverage shall contain no special
limitation on the scope of protection afforded to the additional insureds. The policy and/or
coverage shall also contain a “contractual liability” clause.
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11. Should any of the above-described policies be canceled before the expiration date
thereof, the City shall provide immediate notice to the Park District. Such cancellation shall be
grounds for the Park District to cancel this Agreement immediately.

12.  All vendors — both non-profit and corporate — must provide the Park District with
a certificate of insurance evidencing insurance complying with the requirements of Sections 8
through 11, inclusive.

13. To the extent permitted by law, the City shall indemnify, save, defend and hold
harmless the Park District, including its officers, officials, agents, volunteers and employees
(collectively “Park District”) from and against any and all liabilities, obligations, claims,
damages, penalties, wage and hour claims, cause of actions, costs and expenses (including
reasonable attorney and paralegal fees) for which the Park District may become obligated by
reason of any accident, bodily injury or death of persons, civil or constitutional rights violation,
or loss or damage to tangible property, or any claim made under the Fair Labor Standards Act or
any other federal or state law arising out of any negligent or wrongful act or omission of the City
(or anyone acting on behalf of the City) and directly or indirectly in connection with, or under, or
as a result of this Agreement.

14. Each of the parties shall comply with all applicable laws, rules and regulations
promulgated by any federal, state, county, municipal, park district or any other governmental
unit or regulatory body or court. The City shall further maintain all applicable licenses,
certifications and/or permits.

15. The Park District may terminate this Agreement in the event of a breach of
contract.
16. The City represents and warrants that the City and /or its contractors have the

skills and knowledge necessary to set up, host, dismantle and clean up after the event in a safe,
proper, efficient, thorough and satisfactory manner and understands that the Park District is
relying on such representation in contracting with the City.

17. This Agreement shall not be construed as creating an employee/employer
relationship or joint employment relationship between the parties. The parties are not entitled to
any benefits or protections afforded employees of the other party or bound by any obligations of
employees of the other party. Each party understands and agrees that it will not be covered under
provisions of the unemployment compensation insurance of the other party or the workers’
compensation insurance of the other party. Any injury or property damage caused by a party will
be that party’s sole responsibility and not the responsibility of the other party. Also, it is
understood that the City is not protected as an employee or as a person acting as an agent or
employee under the provisions of the general liability insurance of the Park District and that the
Park District is not protected as an employee or as a person acting as an agent or employee under
the provisions of the general liability insurance of the City. Therefore, the City will be solely
responsible for the City’s own actions, and that of the City’s employees and agents, if any.

Event parking should be limited to the parking garage next to the Fitness
Center, and patrons who are arriving by car should enter through the Fitness Center entrance. It
is the City’s responsibility to reach out to Millbrook Properties to obtain permission to utilize the
parking garage for event parking.

5. The Park District shall provide an employee on duty from 4:00 p.m. until 12:00
a.m. midnight on the day of each concert event. The employee will be responsible for the
opening and closing of the Fitness Center, monitoring the Fitness Center and clean up. The City
shall reimburse the Park District at an hourly rate of $35.00 per hour for the employee.

6. Set-up for the event shall not begin until noon on the stated concert date and
takedown/clean-up shall be completed by the end of the day. The City shall provide the Park
District with a blueprint of the event layout in advance of the event, including vendor locations.
The City and its vendors may not drive on the grass/ballfield or drive vehicles over the culvert
bridge. The City will provide all equipment and supplies for the event and leave the space
exactly as it was found.

Insurance, if applicable; full Worker’s Compensation Insurance, if applicable, equal to the
statutory amount required by law; and Employers Liability Insurance, if applicable, with limits
of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000). All insurance carriers providing the coverage
set forth herein shall have a rating of A: VII as assigned by A.M. Best & Co. and satisfactory to
the Park District in its sole discretion. All certificates of insurance in connection herewith shall
be furnished to the Park District no later than seven (7) days prior to the commencement date of
this Agreement.

10.  All insurance coverage provided by the City shall be primary coverage as to the
Park District. Any insurance or self-insurance maintained by the Park District shall be in excess
of the City’s insurance and shall not contribute with it.

11. The Park District, its officers, agents and employees are to be covered as
additional insureds under the General Liability insurance. The coverage shall contain no special
limitation on the scope of protection afforded to the additional insureds. The policy and/or
coverage shall also contain a “contractual liability” clause.

12. Should any of the above-described policies be canceled before the expiration date
thereof, the City shall provide immediate notice to the Park District. Such cancellation shall be
grounds for the Park District to cancel this Agreement immediately.

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this clause by subcontractors; and further, it will promptly notify the Park District, the
City and the Illinois Department of Human Rights in the event any subcontractor fails or
refuses to comply with the provisions. In addition, the Park District or the City will not
utilize any subcontractor declared by the Illinois Human Rights Commission to be
ineligible for contracts or subcontracts with the state of Illinois or any of its political
subdivisions or municipal corporations.

24. This Agreement contains the entire understanding between the parties and
supersedes any prior understanding and agreements between them respecting the within subject
matter. There are no representations, agreements or understandings, oral or written, by and
between the parties hereto, relating to the subject matter of this Agreement which are not fully
expressed herein. No modification of this Agreement shall be effective unless made in writing,
signed by both parties and dated after the date hereof. This Agreement is non-assignable by the
parties.

25. The Park District and the City will not maintain or provide for their employees
any segregated facilities at any of their establishments and not permit their employees to perform
their services at any location, under their control, where “segregated facilities” means any
waiting rooms, work areas, restrooms and washrooms, restaurants and other eating areas, time
clocks, locker rooms and other storage or dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains,
recreation or entertainment areas, transportation and housing facilities provided for employees
which are segregated by explicit directive or are in fact segregated on the basis of race, creed,
color or national origin because of habit, local custom or otherwise. The Park District and the
City shall (except where they have obtained identical certifications from proposed subcontractors
and material suppliers for specific time periods) obtain certifications in compliance with this
subparagraph from proposed subcontractors or material suppliers prior to the award of a
subcontract or the consummation of material supply agreements exceeding $10,000.00 which are
not exempt from the provisions of the Equal Opportunity Clause, and the Park District and the
City will retain such certifications in its files.

26. The Park District and the City have and will have in place and will enforce a
written sexual harassment policy in compliance with 775 ILCS 5/2-105(A)(4).

27. The Park District and the City shall maintain their respective records relating to
the performance of the Agreement in compliance with the requirements of the Local Records Act
(50 ILCS 205/1 et seq.) and the Freedom of Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1 et seq.) until written
approval for the disposal of such records is obtained from the Local Records Commission. All
books and records required to be maintained by the Park District or the City shall be available for
review by the other. The Park District and the City shall cooperate with each other (a) with any
request for public records made pursuant to the Freedom of Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1 et
seq.), (b) with any request for public records made pursuant to any audit, and (c) by providing
full access to and copying of all relevant books and records within a time period which allows
the Park District or the City to timely comply with the time limits imposed by the Freedom of
Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1 et seq.). Failure by the Park District or the City to maintain the
books, records and supporting documents required by this section or the failure by the Park
District or the City to provide full access to and copying of all relevant books and records within
a time period which allows the Park District or the City to timely comply with the time limits
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imposed by the Freedom of Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1 ef seq.) shall establish a presumption
in favor of the party served with the Freedom of Information Act request for the recovery of any
funds paid by that party under this Agreement or for the recovery for any penalties or attorney’s
fees imposed by the Freedom of Information Act (5 ILCS 140/1 et seq.). The obligations
imposed by this section shall survive final payment and the termination of the other obligations
imposed by this Agreement.

28. The invalidity of any provision of this Agreement shall not in any manner affect
the validity of any other provision hereof; and each and every provision of this Agreement shall
be enforceable regardless of the invalidity, if any, of any other provisions hereof.

29. Each party warrants to the other that it is authorized to execute, deliver and
perform this Agreement. Each party warrants to the other that execution, delivery and
performance of this Agreement does not constitute a breach or violation of any agreement,
undertaking, law or ordinance by which that party is bound. Each individual signing this
Agreement on behalf of a party warrants to the others that such individual is authorized to
execute this Agreement in the name of the party on whose behalf he or she executes it.

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ORDINANCE NO. 26 - 44

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 71 ENTITLED “TRAFFIC REGULATIONS”
OF TITLE VII ENTITLED “TRAFFIC CODE” OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF
THE CITY OF OAKBROOK TERRACE

WHEREAS, the City of Oakbrook Terrace (the “City”) is a home-rule unit of local
government under Article VII, Section 6 of the 1970 Illinois Constitution and, except as limited
by such section, it may exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its
government and affairs;

WHEREAS, subject to certain exceptions therein provided, Section 12-610.1(e) of the
Illinois Vehicle Code generally prohibits using a wireless telephone at any time while operating a
motor vehicle on a roadway in a school speed zone; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the health, safety and welfare of the residents of
the City to amend Section 71.04 of Chapter 71 entitled “Traffic Regulations™ of Title VII entitled
“Traffic Code” to control the use of a wireless telephone while operating a motor vehicle on a
roadway in a school speed zone in the manner hereinafter set forth;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City
of Oakbrook Terrace, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

SECTION 1: The above recitals are incorporated herein by reference as though fully set
forth herein.

SECTION 2: Section 71.04 of Chapter 71 of Title VII of the Oakbrook Terrace City
Code, as amended, is hereby further amended to read as follows:

§ 71.04 Use of a Wireless Telephone in a School Speed Zone Prohibited.

(A) A person, regardless of age, may not use a wireless telephone at any time while
operating a motor vehicle on a roadway in a school speed zone established under Section
71.06 of this Code. As used in this section, “wireless telephone” means a device that is
capable of transmitting or receiving telephonic communications without a wire
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connecting the device to the telephone network. This section does not apply to (i) a
person using a wireless telephone for emergency purposes, including, but not limited to,
law enforcement agency, health care provider, fire department or other emergency
services agency or entity; (ii) a law enforcement officer or operator of an emergency
vehicle when performing the officer’s or operator’s official duties; (iii) a person using a
wireless telephone in voice-operated mode, which may include the use of a headset; (iv) a
person using a wireless telephone by pressing a single button to initiate or terminate a
voice communication; or (v) a person using an electronic communication device for the
sole purpose of reporting an emergency situation and continued communication with
emergency personnel during the emergency situation.

SECTION 3: If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be
held invalid, the invalidity thereof shall not affect any of the other provisions of this ordinance.

SECTION 4: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this
ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 5: This ordinance shall be in full force and effect ten (10) days from and after
its passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE DISPOSAL OF SURPLUS PERSONAL
PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY OF OAKBROOK TERRACE, ILLINOIS

WHEREAS, the City of Oakbrook Terrace (the “City”) is a home-rule unit of local
government under Article VII, Section 6 of the 1970 Illinois Constitution and, except as limited
by such section, it may exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its government
and affairs;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 11-76-4 of the Illinois Municipal Code, 65 ILCS 5/11-
76-4, the corporate authorities of the City are expressly authorized to sell personal property in such
manner as they may designate with or without advertising the sale when, in the opinion of a
majority of the corporate authorities then holding office, the personal property is no longer
necessary or useful to the City; and

WHEREAS, a majority of the City’s corporate authorities has determined that certain
personal property owned by the City is no longer necessary or useful to or in the best interests of
the City and that such property should be disposed of in the manner provided for in this ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City
of Oakbrook Terrace, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

Section 1. Certain personal property, which is now owned by the City and is described on
Exhibit “A” attached hereto and made a part hereof is hereby declared by the City Council to be
surplus personal property of the City; and the City Council hereby finds that such personal property
is no longer necessary or useful to the City and that the best interests of the City will be served by
its disposal as surplus personal property.

Section 2. The City Administrator or her designee is authorized to sell the surplus personal
property as identified in Exhibit “A” of this ordinance by auction through Municibid or in such
manner as she may determine is in the best interests of the City with or without advertising the

sale.

Section 3. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this
ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of the conflict.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 51.03 ENTITLED “PROHIBITED ACTS” OF
CHAPTER 51 ENTITLED “SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL AND RECYCLING” OF TITLE V
ENTITLED “PUBLIC WORKS” OF OAKBROOK TERRACE CODE.

WHEREAS, the City of Oakbrook Terrace (the “City”) is a home-rule unit of local
government under Article VII, Section 6 of the 1970 Illinois Constitution and, except as limited by
such section, it may exercise any power and perform any function pertaining to its government and
affairs; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is desirable, necessary and in the public
interest to amend Section 51.03 entitled “Prohibited Acts” of Chapter 51 entitled “Solid Waste
Disposal and Recycling” of the Code of Oakbrook Terrace, Illinois, to set a time after which white
goods or containers for general refuse, landscape waste and recyclable materials may be placed on
any public right-of-way for pick-up;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of
Oakbrook Terrace, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

Section 1: The recitals set forth above are incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2: Section 51.03 entitled “Prohibited Acts” of Chapter 51 entitled “Solid Waste
Disposal and Recycling” of Title V Entitled “Public Works” of the Code of Oakbrook Terrace,
Ilinois, as amended, is hereby further amended to read as follows:

§ 51.03
(A)  No person shall burn landscape waste within the city.

(B) It shall be unlawful for any customer in the city to dispose of general refuse or
landscape waste by any means other than collection and removal by a disposal franchisee.

(C) It shall be unlawful for any customer to use a waste-hauling or disposal service other
than a disposal franchisee for collection or removal of general refuse or landscape waste.

(D) It shall be unlawful for any person, other than a disposal franchisee, to collect or
remove general refuse or landscape waste within the city.

(E) It shall be unlawful for a customer to store general refuse or landscape waste in
containers which are not approved or allowed by the city’s franchise agreement and/or
supplied by the disposal franchisee. All such containers, except those used to serve single-
family residences, shall be stored in structures which are completely enclosed (except for
openings to the sky) by a wall or opaque fence, including doors and gates thereto, which are
at least six feet in height, but in no case lower in height than the enclosed containers. Such
structures shall completely screen the containers from outside view at ground level.
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Ordinance No. 26 -

(F) It shall be unlawful for a customer to place white goods or containers for general
refuse, landscape waste and recyclable materials on any public right-of-way for pick-up before
3:00 p.m. on the day before scheduled collection, and to fail to remove such containers from
the roadway shoulder before 10:00 p.m. on the day of collection.

(G) It shall be unlawful for a person to cause or permit to accumulate any general refuse,
recyclable materials or landscape waste in a manner such that it can be blown away by the
wind.

(H) It shall be unlawful for a person to deposit, or to permit to fall from any vehicle, any
general refuse, recyclable materials, landscape waste or white goods on any public right-of-
way in the city, provided this provision shall not be construed to prohibit a customer from
placing general refuse, recyclable materials, landscape waste or white goods on public right-
of-way in anticipation of having such material collected and removed by a disposal franchisee
or recycling collection contractor.

D It shall be unlawful for any person to place or allow to remain a refrigerator or freezer
outside any building or structure, except with the door thereof totally disconnected and
separated therefrom.

J) It shall be unlawful for any person to dump or place any general refuse, landscape
waste, recyclable materials or white goods on any premises in the city without the consent of
the owner of such premises.

(K) It shall be unlawful for the disposal franchisee or recycling collection contractor to
collect general refuse, landscape waste, or recyclable materials pursuant to a contractual
agreement prior to 7:00 a.m. or after 5:00 p.m. on any designated collection day.

Section 3: All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this

ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of the conflict.

Section 4: If any provisions or portion of this ordinance or its application to any person,

entity or property is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the application or validity of any
other provisions or portions of this ordinance; and, to that end, all provisions and portions of this
ordinance are declared to be severable.
